Key Vocabulary 

A Capella Without any instruments – voices only.  

Backing The accompaniment of a song.  

Call and response 
Where a solo person sings or plays a musical idea and the rest of the 

performers sing or play back.  

Harmony Different notes sung or played at the same time to produce chords.  

Rapping Where performers speak rhythmically against a steady beat.   

Unison Everyone plays or sings at the same time.  

Chorus A repeated section of a song which gives the same message.  

Verse  A section of  a song which has the same tune but different words.  

Singing in a Group 

You can sing: 

• In unison  

• In two-parts (call and response)  

• In harmony  

• Solo 

• With a lead singer and backing
